Firearms and Use of Force training is scheduled on a Saturday and location to

be determined.

Participation in the program is free. Applicants are required to be 21 years of age and must provide their own

transportation to and from training. Acceptance into the program is subject to review of the applicant’s criminal record

and police contact history.
